COMPETITIVE PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

This is a new addition to the WAA Soccer Program this Fall. We are starting it out at the 3"/4™ and 5"/6™ grade level on a trial
basis this season and will evaluate the program for future changes. If it goes well we plan to expand the program in future
seasons. There will be NO CHALLENGE level division in the recreational league this year.

The competitive program will have tryouts on August 2nd. Details for the tryout and times will be emailed out and posted on the
WAA website in early July. The selection process will be similar to that for the Competitive Basketball Program. Players will be
evaluated on dribbling, shooting, passing, receiving a pass, throw-ins, speed and will also participate in small sided scrimmages.
This will be an independent evaluation, they will be evaluated by individuals that will not be serving as coaches for the teams.
3"/4™ Grade Program will have 10 players on the team and 5"/6"™ Grade Program will have 12 players on the team. Teams will
be comprised of an equal number of players from each grade. There will be 4 teams in each program. Once the teams are
formed coaches will then be assigned. Interested coaches please request an application from Karen.loback@waasports.org.
Coaches will need to complete the form and go through a screening process. Special requests for placement with a coach will
not be honored. Players that do not make the competitive program will be placed in their grade level for the recreation program
and special requests would then be considered.

RECREATIONAL PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
Children who are currently in grades Kindergarten through 9th grade are eligible to participate.
GRADES 1- 9:
« 8 game season starting September 6 " and ending October 25 ™, 2008.
* Games are played on Saturdays and practices are scheduled during the week at the coaches discretion.

KINDERGARTEN:
«  6-week season starting on September 20" through October 25", 2008.
» Kindergarten program consists of six Saturdays led by a trainer. The first three weeks are clinics and the last three
weeks the teams will play small sided games. Coaches are needed for each team.

» The reversible Green/Gold shirt must be worn. You can purchase shirts in the WAA office or at BOOMER T's, THE
